We hope you and your pets 
are enjoying the warmer weather and the sunshine.   

The arrival of spring again brings the potential onslaught 
of stray kittens, cats, and pregnant cats that are likely to 

find their way into our shelter.  Unfortunately this 
situation doesn’t seem to have gotten any better in the 
past couple years….. Please remember that spaying or 
neutering your pets is the SINGLE MOST IMPORTANT 

AND RESPONSIBLE THING

 

you can do for them.   
If you are feeding strays, understand that if they are NOT 
spayed or neutered, feeding isn’t enough.  The problem 
of overpopulation will only get worse as each stray cat is 
allowed to breed.  There are organizations that can help 

with low-cost spay/neuter if you need financial 
assistance.  Check www.aspca.org for low-cost options.

What are some of the benefits to spay/neuter? 

 

First & foremost, to prevent pet overpopulation – 
an estimated 5-8 million animals are euthanized in 
shelters in the United States every year.  There 
simply aren’t enough homes.  With the economic 
crisis, many current pet-owners can’t even take 
care of the ones they have. 

 

Millions of tax dollars are spent every year dealing 
with strays and unwanted pets. 

 

Health and longevity – certain cancers are reduced 
by spaying and neutering, and testicular and uterine 
diseases are mostly eliminated. 

 

Neutered males are less aggressive and less apt to 
spray (mark their territory).

To be more streamlined, efficient, and to better meet the 
needs of Animal Haven, please note the following 
changes to our Volunteer Program, effective May 1, 2010:

  

Volunteers must be 16 years of age or older to 
volunteer independently at the shelter 

 

To walk dogs, you must be 18 or older 

 

Volunteers under the age of 16 must be 
accompanied by an adult when volunteering 

 

On Saturdays, volunteers may help at the 
shelter during the hours of 12:30 to 4:00 p.m. 
only, for a maximum 2-hour time limit 

 

On Tuesday, Friday & Sunday, volunteers can 
work at the shelter from noon to 2:45 p.m. 

 

All volunteers must attend a volunteer training 
class before they can be eligible to volunteer at 
the shelter 

 

Volunteer training classes will be held at the 
shelter on the 1st Saturday of each month from 
12:30 to 1:00 p.m.
