What a beginning! I want to say 
to everyone that we are TRULY 
overwhelmed at the amazing 
generosity of our members and 

supporters this past year!   
2009 was a very challenging year because of the dismal 

economy and the vast increase in the numbers of 
homeless pets in need of shelter.  We entered in 258 

animals through the Emergency Medical Fund, which is 
our highest number ever recorded.  This is a 132% 
increase over 2008 when we took in 111 animals.   

It is an incredible accomplishment only made possible by 
our remarkable, hard-working and dedicated staff and 

the caring members in our local community.  Throughout 
the holiday season, donations of money and supplies 

came pouring in and truly overwhelmed us!  We’d like to 
thank new volunteer Amy Belmont, who is our new 

Adoption Event Coordinator, for creating Santa’s Wish List

 

and distributing it to many people and businesses in the 
community to get the word out there about what we 

needed.  What a response we got!
